New Plane Check List

1. Is Frequency Card posted on the board?

2. Are servos and servo control arms screwed in securely and control surfaces connectors tight and well secured?

3. Are the batteries charged?

4. Check for correct CG.

5. Check for excessive wing warp and that the wing securely attached. 10 to 12 rubber bands for a normal weight trainer.

6. Are the control surfaces moving in the correct directions?

7. Are control surfaces centered?

8. Are control throws adequate but not excessive? 

9. Are controls surface movements strong enough to withstand                                                                        deflection from air pressure?

10. Are the hinges all glued and not cut or broken?

11. Are wheels securely attached and turn freely? 

12. Are any servos humming?

13. Are the rudder and the guiding wheel closely aligned? 

14. Does plane taxi straight?

15. Has plane been fueled?

16. Has motor been broken in?

17. Adjust carburetor at high and low end.

18. With plane held vertical, verify smooth running engine at high                  rpm and at idle.

19. Are there excessive bubbles in the fuel line while running?

20. Range check with engine running.

21. Should the fuel tank be refilled?

22. Inform other pilots of maiden flight.
