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St. Aidan’s Mission: 
Spread the promise of Jesus Christ in and beyond our 
community through worship, education, and outreach. 

From the Rector’s Desk 
Can you believe it? Summer seems just to have ar-

rived, and now it’s time to prepare to get back to school! It 
seems too soon to be leaving the freewheeling and relaxed 
days of Summer for the routines and discipline we have 
grown to expect in early Autumn.  

Because of that seasonal character change, it’s easy to 
approach early Autumn with a sense of wistfulness, if not 
dread, especially if you are a teenager or college student. 
As we grow older (and with luck, wiser) we begin learning 
new associations with the season. Think of the wonderful 
panoply of possibilities! Students begin a new year of 
school at the next grade level, with a new teacher and a 
different cohort of classmates. Homemakers make the most 
of the best variety of local fresh fruit and vegetables we will 
see all year. And, of course, in church we enter our own 
peculiar cycle, once again. 

Students returning to school return to the discipline of 
regular study. Homemakers prepare foods that make the 
most out of what the season offers - think freezing, drying 
and preserving - and if that isn’t a discipline... In church, we 
take time to enter again into the disciple of learning, 
whether we are children, youth or adult. We renew our 
commitment and strengthen our ties to our faith, to our 
God. 

I began the month with an object lesson about a kite. It 
reintroduced the theme of this long season of growth that 
we began with the Day of Pentecost. The point of that les-
son was that we are tethered to God through strong bonds 
of love that cannot be broken, yet allow us to fly with the 
wind of the Holy Spirit. That Spirit lifts us to our greatest 
potential as human beings, made in the very image of God. 
Irenaeus wrote, “The glory of God is the human being, fully 
alive.” Yet even with the assurance that “nothing can sepa-
rate us from the love of God in Christ” that tethers us, and 
with the strength of the Spirit that lifts us where it will, we 
recognize from our lesson that some discipline still needs to 
be kept. Letting go of the string sends the kite into a nose-
dive. Staying in the eddy spaces, out of the ‘zone’, put the 
kite into danger of getting out of control. But maintaining 
that balance in the dance between the wind and the know-
ing pull of the string is the secret. Our disciplined approach 
to our life of faith is like that dance. That is why we renew 
our commitment to regular worship. In that, we appreciate 
the string of love that binds us to our God. We renew our 
commitment to giving of ourselves, acknowledging that all 
comes from God who wants nothing in return but that our 
love might radiate out like God’s own love for us. We also 
renew a commitment to study, knowing that the knowledge 
of God and God’s ways reinforces our love of God and our 
ability to be that ‘city on a hill’ or that candle on a stand.  

If you are curious, look for the article in this issue that 

lays out the church school activities for the season. Adult 
classes will also be offered at the Forum time (see the 
accompanying article) As an adult you may also consider 
joining a ministry you have not participated in before, 
such as the choir, the altar guild, the ushers or servers 
and lay Eucharistic ministers. Perhaps you learn about 
God’s love by reaching out to help those in need, and 
might discern a call to help Snow Cap, or Episcopal Relief 
and Development, among others. 

Part of the discipline of the season is our renewal of 
commitment to support the ministry that goes on at St. 
Aidan’s on behalf of all who call themselves part of this 
congregation. We will be entering the season when dis-
cussion turns to stewardship education and we prepare 
for our pledge week.  Some wonderful surprises are in 
store as that program unfolds, so stay tuned in. 

The shadows lengthen, the fowl begin their trek back 
to warmer climes, and the night air begins to get crisp. It 
signals a time to buckle back down, to return from the 
much needed rest and recreation of Summer, to enter 
once again into the discipline and routine that reminds us 
how we are tethered to God in a loving dance.   

Keeping Our Buildings Secure 
 Whenever you let yourself into Likowski Hall (the Office 
Building), please remember to lock the door (quarter turn 
right to unlock; quarter turn left to relock). We have, 
again, had several instances of individuals walking right in 
to the building. This is not a good idea! Neither the Rec-
tor, the Treasurer nor the Parish Administrator are com-
fortable with this. So we ask you to help us keep the door 
locked. You will find the door locked, even when the of-
fices are occupied. We believe that this just makes sense. 
One of us will jump up the moment we hear the doorbell 
ring. 
 If you happen to use the office outside of Rob’s office 
hours, it is very important to lock the door to the Office 
when you are not physically in the office. This is true 
even if you are still in the building. We must ask that 
there be no exceptions to this rule. 
 Many people come and go out of Murdock Hall (the par-
ish hall) during weekdays. In particular, please check the 
West Vestibule door; it does not always latch—give it a 
good tug to be certain. If there is no one else in Murdock, 
it is best for you to reset the alarm. This is very simple: 
just push down momentarily on the “away” button. 
Please be certain that the latch is engaged on the doors 
to the church—several times in the last few months the 
doors have been locked but not completely closed!

FORUM BEGINS SEPTEMBER 14 
  Come to the Adult Forum and be challenged! Learn 
to study the Gospels from historical and literary points of 
view.  

This year, we will begin the year by participation in 
The Great Lecture series. Professor Bart D. Ehrman of 
University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill presents a 
series of twenty four 30 minute lectures captured on 
DVD about the New Testament. Olive Mangas-Larson 
and others will help facilitate a short discussion after the 
class has viewed each lecture. In order for us to have 
sufficient time for discussion, classes will begin as close 
to 9:00 AM as possible. If at least three participants are 
on hand, we will proceed through the series of 24 lec-
tures in the order they are offered.  

Below is a listing of the first three lectures. As you 
can see, they approach the subject from an academic 
perspective. The first three help students get a feel for 
the historical and cultural context in which Jesus taught 
and ministered. Later, the class delves more deeply into 
the Gospels themselves to get an overview of the par-
ticular perspective of the communities of faith from 
which each of the synoptic gospels sprang. Later lec-
tures cover the Epistles and other books of the Christian 
Bible as well as some of the important questions about 
our way of understanding the literature of the Bible. 

In order to accommodate this sort of series, we will 
not outline the entire schedule. It must remain flexible. 
For example, on some Sundays the class will be pre-
empted by such programs as the Stewardship Brunch, 
etc. 

Lecture 1: (proposed date- September 14, 9:00AM) 
The Early Christians and their Literature  
Lecture 2: (proposed date- September 21, 9:00AM) 
The Greco-Roman Context  
Lecture 3: (proposed date- September 28, 9:00AM) 
Ancient Judaism  
Lecture 4: The Earliest Traditions about Jesus 
Lecture 5: Mark—Jesus the Suffering Son of God 
Lecture 6: Matthew—Jesus the Jewish Messiah 
Lecture 7: Luke—Jesus the Savior of the World 
Lecture 8: John—Jesus the Man from Heaven 
Lecture 9: Noncanonical Gospels 

Fund Raising 
 There are two types of Fund Raising at St. Aidan’s. 
There are some fundraisers that are dedicated to a spe-
cific project like building improvement (B.U.D.) and the 
Organ installation project. The other kind of Fund Raising 
is dedicated to the General Fund for our day-to-day op-
erations and programs. These fund raisers combined with 
our pledges and plate offering make up the majority of 
our income for these operating expenses. We currently 
have three major fund raisers in this second category: 
Rummage Sales, Wintergarden, and the Crab and 
Shrimp Feed. 
 This last spring, we conducted a survey of the parish 
concerning this Fund Raising for the General Fund. 
There were 26 responses; some with many ideas and 
opinions and some with limited opinions. The overall out-
come was the development of a Fund Raising Committee 
made up of the chairpersons of the current fund raisers 
and four other parishioners who expressed interest (three 
of whom are new to the parish — yea!). 
 Other results of the survey indicated three things. 
First we should keep the main fund raisers that we al-
ready have. Second; there was response to just about all 
of the suggested ideas for new fund raisers (Yes, sell 
wrapping paper / Definitely don't sell wrapping paper; We 
do good at food events / Definitely don’t do another food 
event, etc.) There was also interest in expanding the cur-
rent paper recycling and collection of pop cans. And third 
there were some new ideas given. 
 The Fund Raising Committee met and reviewed the 
survey. There was a lot of discussion about the ideas 
with these things resulting in some recommendations for 
Vestry approval. With that approval we will meet to de-
velop them further. The ideas are: to sort out the Albert-
son’s cards and promote further use, to promote the pa-
per collection and pop can drives that are currently in 
place, to research and possibly instigate new fund raisers 
of a plant sale and the selling of Scrip. If these are ap-
proved, you will hear more about them in the coming 
months. 
 If you are interested in helping with any of this, let me 
know as we can always use more ideas and more hands.

will never be able to prevent any and all cases of ill-
ness, but we can take some obvious and simple pre-
cautions right away. It just requires us to learn new hab-
its. Those habits are appropriate when the general pub-
lic shares food. For a tongue in cheek example: While 
the 5 second rule might apply at home, the floor of our 
very public place just doesn’t have the same level of 
cleanliness.  
 As stated, the procedures are simple. They just need 
to be routine and habitual for everyone who serves 
and eats food here. Some of the simple instructions we 
expect everyone will follow include:  
Wash hands with soap and warm water before serving 

food, especially after using the restroom, rubbing 
your nose or touching your hair.  

Use gloves (provided) when handling food to prepare 
and serve (this keeps germs lurking in jewelry and 
under fingernails that survives hand washing from 
contaminating food).  

Cut food that is served at coffee hour into small (bite 
sized) portions for easier service in appropriate 
amounts for all sizes of appetites, preventing the 
need for cutting, tearing or otherwise dividing at the 
buffet table.  

Use serving utensils (tongs, spoons, etc. all provided) 
to move all food from the buffet to your own plate. If 
you are serving food, make sure every item on the 
buffet table has serving utensils. 

Label food where appropriate to help people with aller-
gies avoid foods that might make them ill, using the 
prepared labels.  

Refrigerate food that needs to be kept cool when it is 
not being consumed (such as between services on 
Sunday).  

Cleanse all counters and tables before and after use, 
using the provided bleach wipes.  

Use the dish washer appropriately, looking to ensure 
all dishes are clean. Let the dishes air dry (wiping 
them spreads germs that are on the towels and is 
not allowed by the County Health Dept.). 

 These are simple guidelines for all of us to follow, 
whether we serve as coffee hour hosts or simply join in 
the food and fellowship in the parish hall. All of us have 
our role to play in assuring that we keep our coffee hour 
refreshments as wholesome and healthy as they can 
be. These instructions are posted in the kitchen for all of 
our reference. 
 If you are a coffee hour host Janice and Julie have 
pledged to be available to assist on Sunday mornings at 
around 9 a.m. They know procedure and where sup-
plies are kept, and will help you get started.  Other 
members familiar with the kitchen who can help include 
Cathy Hoye, who schedules Coffee Hour Hosts, and 
Byron McKinlay, Dan Hatala or Patrick Hoye, who know 
how to operate the dish washer.

 A study group made up of Barry Anderson, Janice Erick-
son, Julie Kyer and Fr. Scott met several times to develop 
the first updates to our parish’s standards in food service. 
Barry is a Professor of Biology, while both Julie and Janice 
have extensive experience at kitchen service and have 
familiarity with current County Health Code requirements, 
so they are uniquely suited to serve in this way. The vestry 
has endorsed these procedures as part of an ongoing up-
grade in standards, for the benefit of all. 
 You might ask, “Why do we need to update our proce-
dures, anyway?” In these days of reports of E-coli, Norovi-
rus and Salmonella outbreaks, we are increasingly sensi-
tive to issues around food-borne pathogens and illness 
than we used to be. It is always important to care for those 
among us who may be vulnerable to those food-borne 
bugs due to compromised immune systems, especially the 
elderly and those on certain medications. It is prudent and 
part of our Christian obligation to care for the weakest 
among us.  
As a matter of fact, some of our regular members will not 
join in the coffee hour. They have gone home sick, assum-
ing their illness was due to food they ate here. We
