Beloved Common Ground: Buddhism

As we go on our journey our next stop is Buddhism. I am reading this book called “The Wisdom of Forgiveness.” It 

is a book written by His Holiness The Dalai Lama and Victor Chan. It is intimate conversations and journeys that the Dalai 
Lama has encountered throughout his life. One encounter was in Belfast. As most people know Belfast has had many 
problems over the years concerning the problems between barriers of land. The barriers were originally divided by religion, 
one being Protestant the other side being Catholic. There is a wall that was built due to the violence. This wall divides the 
two countries and it is called the Peace Line. This story is about the Dalai Lama and his encounter with the people at the 
Belfast Center in Ireland; the Belfast Center is not to far from the Peace line.  

“At the Peace line, the Dalai Lama told the two warring communities that the best way to prevent conflict was by 
tempering emotions.”  

“When human emotions come out of control,” he said to them, “then the best part of the brain in which we make 
judgments cannot function properly. Of course, some conflicts, some differences, will always be there. But we should use 
the differences in a positive way to try to get energy from different views. Try to minimize violence, not by force, but by 
awareness and respect. Through dialogue, taking others’ interests and then sharing one’s own, there is a way to solve the 
problems.”  

“Tibet has suffered terribly under Chinese rule, so when then Dalai Lama spoke to the crowd about the futility of 
violence, he spoke from a deep well of experience and pain. “Isn’t it incredible that people of the Christian faith should fight 
with one another?” he said as he scanned the faces of the Catholics and Protestants before him. “It seems foolish. I feel as 
if my head is spinning around from your problems. If somebody compared Buddhism and Christianity, then we have to 
think, yes, there are big differences. But between Protestants and Catholics? It’s nothing! You and I have more differences 
than you do among yourselves. But I wish for you that you never lose hope.” (51-52) 

The Dalai Lama is a practicing Buddhist, he believes in the Buddhist ways. The Heart of the Buddhist teachings is 
designed around the Eightfold Path and the Four Noble Truths. Thich Naht Hanh is a recognized Buddhist monk who lives 
in France. He is known for his efforts in peace making and poetry writing. He also makes visits to America to give talks and 
retreats. Thich Nhat Hanh is the author of the book called, “The Heart of the Buddha’s Teaching: Transforming suffering in 
Peace, Joy and Liberation.” In his book he writes about the Eightfold Path and the Four Noble Truths.

2)  Right Thinking 
3)  Right Speech 
4)  Right Action 
5)  Right Livelihood 
6)  Right Diligence  
7)  Right Mindfulness

 The Four Noble Truths: 
Suffering  “Our suffering is holy if we embrace and look deeply into it. If we don’t, it isn’t holy at all. We just drown in our 
 ocean of suffering. “ (Thich Nhat Hanh 9) 
The origin, roots, nature, creation, or arising of suffering.  “[Recognizing] and [identifying] the spiritual and material foods 
 we have ingested that are causing us to suffer. “ (Thich Nhat Hanh, 11) 
Stopping the suffering by stopping the thing that makes us suffer. “The Buddha taught us how to recognize and acknow- 
 ledge the presence of suffering, but he also taught the cessation of suffering…The third truth is that healing is pos
 sible” (Thich Nhat Hanh 11) 
Refrain from the very thing that makes us suffer. “This is the path we need the most” (Thich Nhat Hanh 11)

First, we need people to chair the various proposed aspects of 
our celebration, then we need people to help those leaders accomplish their work. Won’t you consider lending a 
hand so we can make this the richest celebration possible? 
 
 We need: 
 
Banquet Chair - This is to plan the banquet on Saturday night. This should be a catered affair, so that all pa-
rishioners and guests may relax and enjoy the event. Work would include ticketing, arranging with a catering 
service, decorating, arranging for entertainment, etc. 
 
Historical Booklet Chair - History booklets make a record of past events and people who have shaped this 
parish. Work would include gathering (from archives and parishioners) information and pictures and creating a 
document that would then be published as a keepsake for all in the congregation.  
 
Carnival Chair - This event should appeal to parishioners (especially those with children) as well as to the gen-
eral community. It could have food (BBQ), games and fun for all. It is planned for Friday afternoon and evening. 
 
Spiritual and Liturgical Events - Fr. Scott will chair this subcommittee to design some liturgies highlighting the 
historical and anticipatory nature of this milestone in our community’s life. A Travelling Icon will also make the 
rounds. 
 
Historical Display Chair - This person will work with the parish historian to find appropriate materials and then 
prepare a display of photos, timelines, news clippings, etc. for all to enjoy and learn about our rich heritage as 
an Episcopal presence in East County. 
 
Promotion Chair - This is a critical position. We want to cast the net widely to include people associated with 
this parish through the years. Developing a database of past members and associates in order to invite their 
participation is one aspect of this. Producing that invitation and getting press coverage for our celebration is an-
other. 
 
Time Capsule Coordinator - Objects and mementos that denote our life and experience at this time in history 
may be placed into a time capsule to be sealed up for the next 25 years, so that the next generation of parish-
ioners can get a glimpse of how we lived and worshipped in our 50th year. 
 
 Our celebration will be richer with the help of more and more people, as we can only do what our resources al-
low.
